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For John, signs are not given to show us how to behave, “do this, don’t do that” but what to believe. And particu-
larly what “to believe” about Jesus… that he is  
 

1. The Christ   2. The Son of God   3. You may have life in His name.  
 

To summarize from Eugene Peterson, “John is a poet. His Jesus is majestic and mystical… If we just want the 
facts we will be disappointed. John’s gospel does not set out gospel truth or information on how to live the Chris-
tian life from a drive-up window. We are forced to slow down and reflect. The major themes of believing and 
loving don’t come quickly or easily.”1 

 

The seven miracles of Jesus are not the focus of John but rather each serves as a frame around 
each sign John wants us to see. In his book Whistling in the Dark Frederick Buechner talks 
about the nature and purpose of frames in a vignette about “art.”  

 

“Frames”, he writes, “enable us to notice something we normally wouldn’t have given a second 
thought. Frames make possible a second thought, setting aside everything else that distracts us. 
Framing asks us to stop, pay attention and notice.”   

 

In his gospel, John uses the miracles of Jesus “to frame” these seven signs which point to Jesus as the expected 
Messiah (or Christ), to point to Jesus as the “Word made flesh” who dwells among us (the Son of God) and to Je-
sus as the one who is the “giver of life itself”.   
 

Our Lenten journey asks us to pause and take notice of each “sign,” to pay special attention to Jesus as he begins 
to unravel the mystery of “who he is” as he makes his way toward the cross. And could it be that this is where 
these signs point us?  To the cross and beyond?  WE are simply asked to “believe.” 
 

But because these signs are not easy to read, we must not rush them, nor rush past them; but, pause and listen, 
listen to the very real stories of real people in which these signs are framed. These are stories of people at wed-
dings or funerals; people with sick children, people who are hungry or overlooked or simply afraid.   These are 
our stories too. Jesus is present among us too. Will we believe too?

Hymns and the Lenten Journey 
By Christopher Smith 
Lent is a period of penitence and reflection. 

As noted by the late Methodist 
liturgist James White, “Lent is 
the season in which we partici-
pate in that final trip to Jerusalem 
and the self-giving nature of the 
love shown in Christ’s passion 
and death.  All is changed as Christ gives himself to us 
as the resurrected one at Easter.” 

Indeed it is during Lent that we make the journey with 
Christ.  A journey involving betrayal and the eventual 
crucifixion.  It is a journey of sorrow and tears ending 
in the joy of the Easter resurrection. 

Sadness and joy are two extremely opposite emotions 
that can be and are expressed in the hymns that are 
sung during different times of the church year.  His-
torically, hymns have been used both as a means of 
worshipping God and as a way of teaching one an-
other.  Moreover, hymnody reaches beyond teaching 
to engage our feelings in the right response to the work 
of God.  Amongst these responses can be joy, grati-
tude and sadness.  In terms of walking the life of 
Christ, they are feelings appropriate to the moment of 
the journey.   On Christmas morn, we do not sing 
songs of great sadness; neither do we sing Angels we 
Have Heard on High” on Good Friday! 

In hymns, feelings can be expressed not only by the 
words but also by major or minor keys of the music 
itself (major keys tend to sound more joyful, whilst 
minor keys tend to be more reflective, meditational, or 
even sorrowful.  However, a skilled composer can 
make these things happen in either key).   Therefore, 
as we make the journey to the crucifixion, most of the 
hymns we sing, are going to be in a more reflective 
minor key appropriate to our consideration of the sea-
son and the point we are at on Christ’s journey. 

A final area that influences the emotional communica-
tion of a hymn is tempo (the speed at which a hymn is 
sung).  During Lent, many hymns are sung at a slower 
tempo than one would encounter during ordinary times 
of the Christian year, or to put it another way, more 
slowly than during less reflective times of our journey 
along with Christ and His life. 

To illustrate my point, let us take the well-known 
Lenten Hymn “What Wondrous Love is This.” While 
the hymn does express joy for the works of Christ, it 
reflects upon the exact nature of Christ’s sacrifice 
when it sings of the love that caused the Lord to bear 

the “dreadful curse” (or heavy cross) for my soul.  The 
hymn expresses the weight of these actions by using 
both a non-major key and a slower more reflective 
tempo.  Singing this hymn quickly would cause the 
import of the words to be lost, because there would be 
no time for reflection upon them.  Therefore, this and 
many other Lenten hymns require a different character 
of singing than we might expect at other times of year. 

The final destination of the sorrowful Lenten journey 
is of course the joyful Easter Resurrection. On this day 
our sorrow will turn to gladness at the sight of the 
empty tomb and these emotions of joy and gratitude 
will be expressed by a major key and a quicker tempo 
when we hear and sing “Jesus Christ is Risen Today.”
